At the D.A.R. library in Washington, D.C. this weekend I found the book, The Way Family. I'm sorry  to say I did not write down the author
or date of publication, but will next time I go. It begins with an introduction about Henry Way, the Puritan, then gives information on his
immediate family.
Then, on page 261 it has the following:  "Aaron, Jr. and his brother, William Way, were opposed to the belief in witches. Aaron, Jr. had  been
present at some of the trials and saw what went on in the court room. He was present at the examination of Martha Corey, who did not
believe there were any witches, when the judge was questioning her, trying to get her to admit she was guilty of bewitching. Her answer was,
"Would you have me belie myself?" Weary, probably of the protracted proceedings, her head dropped on one side; and forthwith the necks of
the afflicted children were bent in the same  way...Elizabeth Hubbard's neck was fixed in that direction, and could not be moved. Abigail
Williams cried out, 'Set up Goody Nurse's head, the maid's neck will be broke.' Whereupon some persons held the prisoner's head up, and
Aaron Way observed that Betty Hubbard's was immediately righted.

There was dissatisfaction in Salem Village with Rev Mr Samuel Parris, their pastor, who was blamed for his attitude and belief that some of
his congregations were witches.  The first pranks of the afflicted children had been at Mr Parris's house in February, 1692. William Way
(Aaron Sr Henry) visited Rev Parris at the latter's house, as a witness to the injustices Rev Parris had brought upon the community, and came
away without satisfaction."

Then there are a couple of paragraphs about letters, and the group moving...and then this:

"It was Aaron Way, Jr. who was at the Salem witchcraft trials, and it was probably his little Sarah Way, born April 11, 1687 and died
November 31,1689, whom Mrs Ann Putman referred to on the witness stand, when she said, 'The apparition of John Willard told me that he
was killed....and Aaron Way's child.'

Maverick married...."  To this day no one has corrected the mistake but I wish to at this time.  The sentence should read, "About 1633 Elias
Maverick married the daughter of the widow of Deacon William Stitson...."

In 1909 there was published, place unknown, "Harris Family From AD 1630, in Two Lines," by Dwight James Harris, M.D., and Norman
Dwight Harris, Ph. D. The book opens on p. 3 as follows:

"Thomas Harris, with his wife Elizabeth and their children, came to these shores from England, and
were residents of Charlestown in the colony of Massachusetts Bay, in 1630. The next year the former had charge of the ferry between Boston
and Winnisimet, which latter place became incorporated as Chelsea January 10, 1738.  After the death of her husband, the widow Harris
became the wife of Deacon William Stetson [different spelling] of Charlestown,  who in 1680, testified in court substantially to the above
facts (See Wyman's Genealogical History of Charlestown Mass.)"

Deacon Stetson died April 11, 1691, without having any children of his own.  His will dated  April 12, 1688 identifies Anna Maverick as a
child of his first wife by her former husband, Thomas Harris.  When Elias Maverick, second son of the Rev. John Maverick, died about
1684,  his will dated Oct. 19, 1681, provided for his wife, Anna nee Harris Maverick and others.

Mary Maverick, daughter of Elias Maverick and Anna nee Harris Maverick, married Aaron Way, Jr., and made all their descendants heirs
not only to nobility but to royalty as well.

In the Way book I pointed out that four families of New England Puritan ancestors of the Ways---the Ways, Sumners, Mavericks, and Gyes---
all came from England's West Country rather than from East Anglia where the majority of New England Puritans originated.  It is from East
Anglia that one got the "Norfolk whine" and the current New England accent, from there one got the salt box houses, and the distinctive
settlement pattern of farmers living in villages of houses clustered together and going out to work on individual farms.  Now, it turns out that
we have a fifth family of New England Puritan ancestors from England's West Country, the Harris's.

In the West Country one lived out on the land, settlements were more scattered, society was quite different, being more hierarchical with
nobility, cavaliers, and country squires.  People drew out their vowels rather than swallowed them, giving the South of the Untied States its
distinctive accent.  The West Country people fried foods more than those of East Anglia, who were strong on boiling and baking.

Anna nee Harris Maverick was born abt. 1613 in Cheltenham, Gloucestershire, England, and died Sept. 7, 1697, at Reading, Middlesex,
Mass, age 84.  Her father, Thomas Williams alias Harris, was b. abt. 1580-90 at Cheltenham, Gloucestershire, England, d.  1632 at
Charlestown, Suffolk Co., Mass, across the river from downtown Boston, married abt. 1612 in Gloucestershire Elizabeth Hills, b 1577 at or
near Gloucester, England, d. Feb. 16, 1669/1670, Charlestown, Suffolk, Mass. age 92 (another very
long-living ancestor).

Gloucestershire is famous for its cathedral town of Gloucester, connected to the sea by a canal.  It is  just above the head of the Bristol
Channel that separates the south coast of Wales from southwest England where the Mavericks and Gyes came from. King John I, who
granted the Magna Carta in 1215 A.D., "loved Gloucester more than England."  Our Way ancestor, Henry III, was crowned there. The first
cathedral in the Gothic Perpendicular Style was built there.  Cheltenham is a few miles east of Gloucester.

At the time that Thomas Harris and his family came to America, the strong tendency was to perpetuate first names in the family. In the next
generation a Thomas Harris built and installed the great organ in Glouscester cathedral.  But Harris was a common name.

WAY (WAYE)
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1. AARON (IV) ("Big Aaron") was born in 1740 in Berkeley County South Carolina.  He was the son of THOMAS WAY and ELIZABETH
BACON and the grandon of AARON (III) WAY born 27 Jan 1674/5 in Salem, Massachusetts and MARY GORTON.  -- The Waysm
ubckydubg /aarib (IV)'s grandfather and great-grandfather, Aaron (II) Way, came from Massachusetts Bay Colony with a group of 124
Puritans to found Old Dorchester, SC. in 1697.  Aaron (IV) Way lived with his four sons and a daughter on extensive landholdings between
the Edisto River and Four Hole Swam in the lower part of the present-day Orangeburg County.  At the time that the area was rferred to as St.
Mathew's Parish, Aaron (IV) Way had become prominent enough to appear on the Petit Julry List for St. Mathew's in the 1778-79 court
session.  Their abandoned and destroyed family cemetery is in the middle of a field near Way Road, which branches off south from US 301
about a mile east of US 176.  Way Road was named for the homestead of Aaron (IV) Way.
Already owning land in Berkeley County surveyed earlier but registered August 6, 1765, Aaron (IV) Way began acquiring trats of land in
Amelia Township and the Four--Hole_Swam area as follows: 200 acres from Michael Vogt on May 5, 1769; 200 acres from Michael Vogt in
Amelia Township on April 4, 1770; and 100 acres from Jacob Giegelman on Four Hole Swamp, Berkley County, on July 25. 1774.

Hi Sybil:  I forgot which e-mail I was suppose to use.  You should get this, if not, I will try one of the others.

I had the opportunity to go to the library yesterday for short time.  I looked at the 1910 and 1920 soundex [a short cut to the census for those
years as they are not in book form, wish they were]  anyway, there were several Charles and Charlie Yarbrough and various spellings with a
wife named Mary, none with a child named Sophie.  I even looked up Mary and Sophie as individuals in the 1920.  No luck.  Did Sophie
have brothers and sisters?

Sophie was born 21 Nov. 1904 in Texas, which would have her as a 6 year old in 1910 and a 16 year old in 1920.  In the 1920 census Joseph
E. was living at home with his parents and not married.  I believe they married in May 1920.  The census is usually taken in June but
sometimes as early as April.  I noticed about 8 different spellings of Yarbrough some having the soundex as Y616 and some Y620 {a
different spelling}. The Y616 is what I dealt with the most.

I am not sure when I will be able to go to the library again but hope to in the next several weeks.  If you know the names of brothers and or
sisters, that would help locate the area of the family.  Again at that point they could have been in Oklahoma and not Texas.  I think the
library has 1910 and 1920 census for OK. but not sure of the soundex, which is a must for researching at that period.  If you know of any
town or area that would also help.

This is what I wrote you on November 20th 2003.

A few minutes and will try to update you on me.  We were living in Gatesville, Texas on a prison farm, Bobby was plant manager of the
garment factory at one of the units.  I had moved there in 1990 after my mother passed away.  We kept the house in Trinity and rented it out.
He had had by-pass surgery in '77 and was doing good til about '91 and started having a bit of heart problems again.  The Dr. in '77 said if he
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lived 10 years after the surgery it would be a miracle.  In Dec '92 he had a triple by-pass and never got out of bed again.  All his systems
started shutting down.  He died 27 Dec 92 and is buried here in Waco.  Our son was living in Webster and our daughter had moved to
Gatesville to get out of Trinity in 89.  She met and married a wonderful fellow in August '91 from the West area [near Waco]  Bobby got to
see and be with his first two grand children, a boy of Darrell's and a daughter of Toni's.  After his death I bought a nice house in Waco and
lived there from April '93 til Oct. '.99  I sold and purchased a large mobile home and gave it to Toni as they had 4 kids by then and was
living in a little house on 17 acres.  I took the little house.  I had met Carroll in '95 his wife had died in '94.  He wasn't ready for a
relationship and I was and by then an old friend from Va. had found out of Bobby death and contacted me.  We hit it off and he moved from
Mississippi in with me in '98 and stayed til April 2000.  He got progressively weaker and mostly confined to a wheelchair and decided he
best go back to the Naval retirement home in Gulfport.  I had seen Carroll on a regular basis from '95 til April 2001 at the library as we were
into genealogy bigtime, including Jess when he lived with me.  I started dating Carroll in July or August of that year and we traded off
staying at my place during the week and his on weekends.  I was kid watching my 4 here on a daily basis.  His house was 20 miles from
mine. Then in June 2002 my daughter informed me they had sold the 17 acres and bought 75 in another section of the county so I would
have to find a place to live but I was still suppose to keep the kids daily as she was in college and working.  So I moved in with Carroll, put
all my stuff in storage and it is still there and made daily trip of 30 miles one way and 30 back. In a way we really liked it out there. This year
#4 started school so we only go out on Wednesday to be there when they get off the bus.  We are only there about two hours.  The house is
about 1/2 mile off the road so Carroll goes down to pick them up and we stay til the parents get home.  Toni is still in college and working
full time but it all works out okay.  You are probably wondering whey we continued to keep the kids after I was told to move Well, I am
really not sure except that I love my daughter and the kids and really it has helped me financially.  I pay my share of expenses here but am
able to save a good deal.  I didn't get a large settlement when Bobby died but I still get his Navy pay and benefits and his State retirement and
his SS so I am not hurting but do have to pay attention.  I f I was to remarry I would lose all the income except the SS.  Carroll uses the VA
and has no other insurance and who is going to insure an old lady now.  Marriage is great for young people but I am not young.  We get
along great and I love him dearly and have no desire to leave him.  I get along well with his 4 grown children, 2 live in the area, one near
Dallas  and one in Fl.  All my family seems to like him and it really wouldn't matter as I am the one that lives with him.

My son Darrell had a 4 1/2 year battle with leukemia.  He was 46.  I miss him so much.  He left a wife of 13 years and a son almost 12 and
one 10.  They were both teachers in part of South Houston.  He was able to teach til about two years and a bit over a year of sub teaching
before he died.  Carroll and I was with him from the 12th-15th and he died on the 21st of March.  He had fought long enough.  I have seen
the boys twice since the memorial service, he was cremated and his urn is still at a friend of their's house.  He is suppose to be scattered on
the bay but have no idea when.  I will not go to that.  His wife seems to be doing okay and not quite as bitchy as she was when he was living.
She stuck by him through it all.  I give her credit for that but she made his live fairly miserable during their marriage.  The boys seem to be
adjusting okay.

   In Nov 98 Brenda noticed a red streak on his hand from a splinter.  She took him immediately to the ER and he was transferred to St.
Luke's Hospital in Houston and diagnosed with Acute Myelognous Leukemia.
On Dec 21, 1998 the Dr. told me he would be dead by the next day.  A miracle happened. Even though he was weak, he was allowed to go
home (to Mariann and Tony's as their house was closer to the hospital) for Christmas dinner and tree for two hours.  He had been assigned to
hospice house to wait out his time.  He went home on Jan. 05 and was back in the hospital on the 12th for several days.  He was over
chemoed and the Dr. admits to it.  Now the Dr. says he is no better, he is no worse, he is alive.  He was able to go back to teaching that
August.   We have been blessed to have him.
November 2000   Darrell and family was coming for Turkey Day 21 November he developed a virus an had to be hospitalized.  He was in the
hospital until Thanksgiving Day 23 November.  He has beaten  the Dr's odds of living 2 years.

The years that followed, he regained much of his strength and was able to carry on a normal life, having a bout ever so often and having to go
into the hospital for treatment.  He had to retire from teaching and that didn't set too well with him.  He was later able to do sub teaching
with Brenda and he loved being with the students.

Started to lose ground in January 2003.  Was in Clear Lake Hospital for several days and transferred to St. Luke's and was discharged on 23
January 2003.  Each Monday he went into Houston to get blood typed and each Tuesday back to Houston for 2 units of blood, each Thursday
back to Houston to the Dr. to be told that it didn't do any good.  He took his last trip to Houston on for blood on 10 March. After the blood
he was unable to see clearly or speak clearly.  Instead of going to the Dr. on Thursday, he went the Beach House of Mrs. Wuensch, Marrian's
mother, at Galveston on Wednesday.  Carroll and I went on Thursday to be with him.  He had regained most of his sight and speech.  On
Friday we came back to their house and we were able to have a good visit with him.  Saturday he wanted Carroll and me to pick out what
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guns of his he had and some of his books.  Saturday night Brenda's parents came in from Naples, Fl.  Sunday A.M. Carroll and I left his
house and I knew that would  be the last time I would ever see him alive.  We stopped to visit with Sonny and Bethel then came on in to
Waco.  Each day he became weaker.  I talked to him most every night and he was able to answer until 17th.  On the 18th he was angry that
he was "still here" on the 19th he was in a childish world.  He told Brenda that he loved her and he was the hot dog man.  Later in the day he
wanted his crayons.  I told him I loved him and he told me "I love crawfish".  I talked to him on the 20th and I could hear his heavy
breathing.  I was called at 4:45 P.M. on 21 March 2003 by Brenda Freeman (friend of Brenda) that he had gone home to God at 3:40 P.M.
He is at peace now.  I will miss him forever.

This has not been a good year to date, maybe things will get better.  Darrell was in ICU at Clear Lake Hospital Thursday through Sunday and
was transferred to St. Lukes on Sunday night.  So far no positive diagnosis for his problem, extremely swollen and in lots of pain.  At first
thought it may be heart but that has been ruled out.  He has cellulites in right arm, it is about the size of his leg plus.  Did a cat scan yesterday
to see if there maybe pneumonia.  Have not heard the results.

Carroll and I went to Houston and back yesterday, it was a long day.  He is not in ICU at St. Lukes so we got to spend 4 hours with him.
Toni farmed to kids out today so we could rest up a bit.

While in Houston I called my brother Sonny, and his wife told me he has refused to eat and can't hold anything.  He has had some problems
with the heart beat.  He has a deffibulator (however that is spelt).  And the Dr.'s can't seem to get his medicine in tune with what he needs.
She is taking him to the Dr. this A.M., was suppose to go next week for a check up anyway but he has gotten worse.  I may known something
tonight about both of the boys.

This is what I wrote you on November 20th 2003 to an old school friend Velma Lee Hudson Isbell.

A few minutes and will try to update you on me.  We were living in Gatesville, Texas on a prison farm, Bobby was plant manager of the
garment factory at one of the units.  I had moved there in 1990 after my mother passed away.  We kept the house in Trinity and rented it out.
He had had by-pass surgery in '77 and was doing good til about '91 and started having a bit of heart problems again.  The Dr. in '77 said if he
lived 10 years after the surgery it would be a miracle.  In Dec '92 he had a triple by-pass and never got out of bed again.  All his systems
started shutting down.  He died 27 Dec 92 and is buried here in Waco.  Our son was living in Webster and our daughter had moved to
Gatesville to get out of Trinity in 89.  She met and married a wonderful fellow in August '91 from the West area [near Waco]  Bobby got to
see and be with his first two grand children, a boy of Darrell's and a daughter of Toni's.  After his death I bought a nice house in Waco and
lived there from April '93 til Oct. '.99  I sold and purchased a large mobile home and gave it to Toni as they had 4 kids by then and was
living in a little house on 17 acres.  I took the little house.  I had met Carroll in '95 his wife had died in '94.  He wasn't ready for a
relationship and I was and by then an old friend from Va. had found out of Bobby death and contacted me.  We hit it off and he moved from
Mississippi in with me in '98 and stayed til April 2000.  He got progressively weaker and mostly confined to a wheelchair and decided he
best go back to the Naval retirement home in Gulfport.  I had seen Carroll on a regular basis from '95 til April 2001 at the library as we were
into genealogy bigtime, including Jess when he lived with me.  I started dating Carroll in July or August of that year and we traded off
staying at my place during the week and his on weekends.  I was kid watching my 4 here on a daily basis.  His house was 20 miles from
mine. Then in June 2002 my daughter informed me they had sold the 17 acres and bought 75 in another section of the county so I would
have to find a place to live but I was still suppose to keep the kids daily as she was in college and working.  So I moved in with Carroll, put
all my stuff in storage and it is still there and made daily trip of 30 miles one way and 30 back. In a way we really liked it out there. This year
#4 started school so we only go out on Wednesday to be there when they get off the bus.  We are only there about two hours.  The house is
about 1/2 mile off the road so Carroll goes down to pick them up and we stay til the parents get home.  Toni is still in college and working
full time but it all works out okay.  You are probably wondering whey we continued to keep the kids after I was told to move. Well, I am
really not sure except that I love my daughter and the kids and really it has helped me financially.  I pay my share of expenses here but am
able to save a good deal.

I didn't get a large settlement when Bobby died but I still get his Navy pay and benefits and his State retirement and his SS so I am not
hurting but do have to pay attention.  If I was to remarry I would lose all the income except the SS.  Carroll uses the VA and has no other
insurance and who is going to insure an old lady now.  Marriage is great for young people but I am not young.  We get along great and I love
him dearly and have no desire to leave him.  I get along well with his 4 grown children, 2 live in the area, one near Dallas  and one in Fl.  All
my family seems to like him and it really wouldn't matter as I am the one that lives with him.

My son Darrell had a 4 1/2 year battle with leukemia.  He was 46.  I miss him so much.  He left a wife of 13 years and a son almost 12 and
one 10.  They were both teachers in part of South Houston.  He was able to teach til about two years and a bit over a year of sub teaching
before he died.  Carroll and I was with him from the 12th-15th and he died on the 21st of March.  He had fought long enough.  I have seen
the boys twice since the memorial service, he was cremated and his urn is still at a friend of their's house.  He is suppose to be scattered on
the bay but have no idea when.  I will not go to that.  His wife seems to be doing okay and not quite as bitchy as she was when he was living.
She stuck by him through it all.  I give her credit for that but she made his live fairly miserable during their marriage.  The boys seem to be
adjusting okay.  Carroll and I stay at a close by motel and meet them for meals.  We did get to go visit at the house this last time down.

Don't think I left out much for this trip.
